1. INTRODUCTION
These instructions give you basic guidelines for preparing camera-ready manuscripts for the Yellow Sea Rim International Exchange Meeting in Research and Practice on Building Environment and Energy 2011 (Busan, Korea, January 21-23, 2011).

Prepare your camera-ready manuscript in full-size format on A4 paper. Leave 2.5cm margins at the top and bottom, 2.0cm on both left and right sides. The paper must be written in English. The title of the manuscript should be written in bold in 14 point “Times New Roman” font, centered on the top of the paper. The first letter of every word in the title should be capitalized. The authors name must be in 11 point “Times New Roman” font. 
Total paper length should be between 6 and 12 camera ready pages.
The paper is to be written in one-column format.
2. FORMATTING INSTRUCTIONS
Section headings are numbered and capitalized. All section headings are centered in bold in 11 point “Times New Roman” font. One-column layouts are acceptable.
2.1 Subsection Headings (Second Level Headings)
Subsection headings are flushed left, numbered, typed in bold in 11 point “Times New Roman” font. The first letter of every word in the subsection heading should be capitalized.
2.2 Main Text
The manuscript should be typed in English, using Times New Roman of 10 point font size. Adjust line spacing to accommodate 50 lines from top to bottom of type area. 
2.3 Figures
All illustrations and photographic images will be printed in black and white. All figures must be numbered consecutively. Center the figure captions beneath figure.
2.4 Tables
All tables must be numbered consecutively. Table headings should be placed above the table. Tables should be as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the main text.
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[1] Number in square brackets, according to the order they cited in the manuscript. Start each referenced paper on a new line.
[2] References should be identified in the text of the paper by typing the corresponding number in square brackets.
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
